Lancaster County Planning Department:

Traffic generation to the proposed above referenced NTB site have been estimated based on Trip
Generation Rates from the Institute of Transportation Engineers (ITE) Trip Generation
Handbook. Based upon the Handbook, the specific use (Quick Lube Vehicle Shop) and ITE
code (941), the NTB with eight (8) proposed service bays is estimated to generate 24 AM Peak
Hour Trips and 42 PM Peak Hour Trips with a total of 320 trips per day.

According to the SCDOT ARMS Manual, developments that generate over one hundred (100)
trips in the peak hour require a Traffic Impact Analysis (TIA). Based upon the ITE estimate, the
NTB will generate less than 100 trips in the peak hour, therefore would not necessitate a Traffic
Impact Analysis.

Thank you for attendmg the Lancaster County Development Review Committee (DRC) meeting
on Tuesday May 24", 2016 in regard to the proposed NTB Tire & Service Center in Lancaster
County, South Carolma (DRC 016-015). Below are the comments which are based upon the plan-
set you submitted on 4-12-16. If you have questions or concerns about specific comments; please
contact the individual who issued the respective comments.

LANCASTER COUNTY PLANNING DEPARTMENT (ALEX MOORE)

e In an effort to improve pedestrian connectivity and safety within Lancaster County,
sidewalks are suggested but not required along US HWY 521 and SC HWY 160 road
frontage within the Highway Corridor Overlay District (HCOD). Thus, in addition to the
sidewalk along Hendley Creek Road it is suggested that sidewalk be constructed along
the HWY 521 frontage within this project.

e A professionally sealed lighting plan is required for this project. See Section J. of the
HCOD Ordinance for more details.

e A tree planting area needs to be added to that portion of the site plan which indicates 14
continuous parking spaces. No less than one tree planting area must be provided for each
ten parking spaces. This tree planting area needs to be a minimum of 200 square feet in
area, 10’ wide and must include a canopy tree with a minimum caliper of 2.5”. _

e Please consider the use of architectural style commercial doors (service bay doors) rather
than the commercial tan doors as depicted on the submitted elevations. High quality
finish materials are preferable within the HCOD.

e DPlease note that the proposed monument sign should be constructed with high quality
materials which compliment the NTB building. All signage will be permitted separately
through the Lancaster County Zoning Department.

e Please provide building elevations for the proposed storage shed and trash dumpster
enclosure.

e A letter from the South Carolina Department of Health and Environmental Control
SCDHEC indicating that the Storm Water Pollution Prevention Plan (SWPPP) has been
approved is required prior to Lancaster County DRC approval of the site plan.
Additionally please provide your associated storm water management and sediment
control plan within the plan-set you resubmit to Lancaster County.

Connection (FDC) plugs from Knox as well.

e Access to site during construction must be in place prior to vertical construction and
maintained throughout the project.

¢ No speed bumps, speed tables, speed cushions or the like are allowed.

Please begin revising your plan based on the above comments. I will send comments from
Lancaster County Water and Sewer District as soon as I receive them. Once the agencies and
departments have reviewed the changes, they will inform the Lancaster County Planning
Department when all required changes have been made and that the respective plan meets their
requirements. The Planning Department will then provide an approval letter which will allow you
to pull the required permits from Lancaster County.
